This time we had a lot of clothes to send because some churches are still collecting. We got quite a few things from the relief planes that are coming in to Cayes and also sent corn and rice. They made it back safely and we praise the Lord for his protection. 

The first stop was at our orphanage where they could see what was done with the tarps. They did have enough tarps to close in the major part. We brought mainly food to them this week.

The main visit was to the Catholic church. Pastor Nido from the orphanage, introduced us to Father Marah. The church was completely destroyed, also his presbytery. He has to go to Port and sleep there. 

When he (Father Marah) saw the tarps (60 of them) he was really excited: "Now  we can meet again on Sunday for masses!"  He had been asking for tents and tarps but couldn't get any from anywhere. We are so thankful for these opportunities.

Frantz also is to meet with someone from a German relief organization. 

He is trying to coordinate some efforts and promised to do what he can. 

Slowly, more groups are coming to help in Leogane. We are trying to go again next weekend.

Again we want to thank you for all the encouragement you are sending our way. May the Lord continue to bless you.
